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Upper School Update

This has been a very productive summer for our students, with involvement in several programs. Mr. Easley led
a group of students from both Lawrence Family Development Charter School and our school to research the
history of both school sites. This community service learning project produced permanent signs detailing the
rich history of our campus that will be hung in the local Immigrant City Archives as well as at our school. In
addition to this program, several students attended College for Kids at NECCO, preparation programs at
Pingree and Brooks Schools, Project Bread Loaf at Phillips Andover, summer programs at Brantwood Camp
and Camp Otter, and many other local programs. Finally, Mr. Costello and Ms. Butler led a group of students at
our summer academy, with diverse reading and mathematical activities and field trips.

Now that we are here, life at the Upper School is off to a fantastic beginning. Students are working diligently in
classrooms to meet standards, and teachers have been very impressed with their efforts. Outside of the
classroom, many upper school students are participating in our co-educational flag football league led by Mr.
Lahaye, Mr. Costello, and Mr. Neagle. Others have joined chorus, karate, and art. 8" graders have begun their
high school process, with many touring schools and preparing for our high school placement night to learn
about a variety of choices for secondary education on October 2. Indeed, there is great excitement and learning

all through the halls of the Upper School.

Lower School Lowdown

Thanks to the hard work over the summer, the
curriculum and building are in great shape. This year
there are 121 students in grades 2-5. We have two
second grades, one third grade, one fourth grade, and
one fifth grade in the Lower School building.
