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Upper School Update

This has been a very productive summer for our students,
who have been involved in several programs. As part of
the Upper School Summer Academy, a group of ten
students participated in the Greater Lawrence Rowing
program. In addition to two days of academic classes with
Ms. Butler and Ms. Kelly, these students participated in
rowing at the Abe Bashara Boathouse. This activity was
designed to give our students exposure to a sport that
provides an excellent workout for physical health, while
building teamwork skills such as communication,
cooperation, and trust. In addition, Mr. Easley led agroup
of students as part of a Community Service Learning grant
to partner with the local Immigrant City Archivesto
research and detail the history of Essex Street. You can see
their final PowerPoint presentation and local news articles
that highlight the historical research this group completed
on the CDCPS web site. Finally, several students attended
College for Kids at NECCO, preparation programs at
Pingree and Brooks Schools, Project Bread Loaf at Phillips
Andover, summer programs at Brantwood Camp and
Camp Otter, and many other local programs.
Approximately 65% of our US population was involved
with one of these summer activities!

Now that school is underway, the Upper School is off to a
tremendous beginning. The sense of community is thriving
here. Everywhere you go, there is an atmosphere of
learning, with students working extremely hard to meet
standards. In addition to academic courses, all grades have
begun working with character development, starting with
discussing the Upper School philosophy of “My
Responsibility.” Classroom activities from the first day of
school had students devel oping classroom expectations
and individua student goals to reflect the motto that every
student is responsible for his or her actions, school, work,
and community. To further develop this, al US classes
will participate in afield trip to Adventurelore in New
Hampshire, a program with emphasis on communication,
self-esteem, and group cooperation. Outside of the
classroom, many upper school students are joining many
after school activities, such asintramural football and
cross country, outdoor adventure club, karate, tennis, and
Start Something community service club. Eighth graders
have begun the high school process, with many beginning
to tour schooals, fill out applications, and prepare for the
high school placement night on October 7. In every
classroom and every grade there is excitement and
learning.
